The National Center on the Evaluation of Educational Leadership Preparation and Practice (an affiliated center of the University Council for Educational Administration) is engaged in supporting leadership preparation programs in evaluating their effectiveness. The Center is also engaged in collaborative research with participating programs and the UCEA/LTEL-SIG to evaluate the effectiveness of leadership preparation programs and the impact of programs on their graduates, their leadership practices, and school improvement work. As part of that work, we have developed the School Leadership Preparation and Practice Survey (SLPPS) and related resource materials for fielding, including IRB guidelines and materials and on-line survey, and reporting.
In using the SLPPS survey, you and your program agree to the following:

(1)  The SLPPS is intended to be used by programs for program improvement efforts and for research purposes.

(2) The SLPPS  may not be sold by an individual or organization other than the National Center and may not be used by another individual or organization in conjunction with any compensated management development activities without prior authorization from the National Center;

(3) Copyright of the SLPPS is retained by the National Center on the Evaluation of Educational Leadership Preparation and Practice. The  following copyright statement must be included on all copies of the instrument and subsequent use of the SLPPS: “Copyright © 2010 National Center for the Evaluation of Educational Leadership Preparation and Practice. Used with permission.” 

(4) Research and/or reporting be conducted in accordance with your institution’s Institutional Review Board review process.

(5) Reports from the SLPPS administration will be shared with and maintained by the program’s host Department.

(6) Data from your SLPPS administration will be used by the National Center for the Evaluation of Educational Leadership Preparation and Practice for research its research on cross-institutional analysis. 

(7) Provide feedback on items, such as on confusing wording or data entry problems;

(8) An electronic copy of all papers, reports, articles, presentations and the like which makes use of these data shall be sent promptly to SLPPS@utah.edu.
(9) In participating in the SLPPS survey administration, the department agrees to complete the SLPPS program features survey [http://www.snapsurveys.com/swh/surveylogin.asp?k=127318464872]

(10) The center will not identify the program, department or institution by name in any publication or report.
